RE: Open Meetings Posting Locations

Pursuant to the Colorado Open Meetings Law (C.R.S. 88 24-6-402), a local public body such as
the ESA must take action to designate the public places for posting its meeting notices annually
at its first regular meeting of each calendar year.

Section 111.10 of the ESA’s bylaws adopted November 1, 2011, entitled “Open Meetings
Requirements,” states the following:

“Notice of all regular and special meetings shall include an agenda and shall be
posted at the City Clerk’s Office, located at 30 S. Nevada, Colorado Springs,
Colorado and the El Paso County Administration Building, located at 27 E.
Vermijo, Colorado Springs, Colorado, no less than 24 hours prior to the
meeting. Meeting notices may also be posted on the Agency’s website,
www.esaboard.org.”

As of January 26, 2012, El Paso County relocated its administrative offices to Centennial
Hall, 200 S. Cascade Ave., Colorado Springs, Colorado. Thus, the ESA’s official posting
location for EI Paso County will be at its new location in Centennial Hall.

The ESA’s regular meetings are normally held in the Pikes Peak Regional Development Center,
2880 International Circle, Colorado Springs, CO 80910. Meeting minutes are maintained by the
ESA’s administrative staff at their offices in the same building, and are regularly posted on the
ESA’s website, www.esaboard.org. The official custodian of the minutes is John Scorsine,
Secretary to the Board.

This notice serves as the official designation of open meetings posting locations for the El Paso
County Emergency Services Agency for 2012.
